November is a month for remembering.  On November 1, All Saints, we remember all those loved ones who have gone before us and are at peace with God. On November 11, Remembrance Day, we remember all those who have paid the ultimate sacrifice with their lives in the many battles and wars our world has known.  In remembering this, we remember the consequence, the hardship and pain that we all endure when we turn our eyes from God.
In Deuteronomy chapter 8, just before the people of Israel enter the promised land, Moses reminded them that they were not to forget their experience in the wilderness, and they were not to forget their Creator God.  Moses was concerned about them because he knew them well. He had led them for forty years.  He understood that when things were going well, they could rise to the occasion and serve God with sincerity and gladness. When they became weary and things got difficult, they could complain, shirk their responsibility and forget all about their relationship with God and their need for God. 
Moses wanted them to remember as they took that next step into the promised land, who they were in God’s eyes and all that God desired for them in their new home. In his message in Deuteronomy 8. Moses encouraged them to remember how God had blessed them by giving them the land. And how, if they were not careful, they could forget about God and all that God had done, and give themselves the credit for their achievements.
In this message, Moses followed a simple line of thought. If God’s people remembered God, they would bless God and glean the return that came with expressing their gratitude to God. However, if they forgot about God, they would suffer the consequences of the ungrateful. Consequences that occur when we think only of ourselves, forget the ones who love us most and who have our best interests at heart.  
Upon reflecting on this passage, and considering all that is going on in our world today, politically, economically and socially. I have found myself thinking about our troubled and broken world and about the people in it. I am concerned over the lack of value that is placed on human life and for that matter all life.  I am concerned that we live in a world where many see the glass as half empty rather than half full. I think we have forgotten the value of expressing gratitude. Like Moses, I can see how gratitude can be nurtured and how it can be overlooked.
Moses said, gratitude to God can be nurtured by remembering what God has done for us. In Moses’ day, the people of Israel faced a glorious opportunity as they stood at the border of the land God would give to them. When they entered the Promised Land, they were offered many good things. They would have plenty of water. They would have plenty to eat. Grain fields, fruit orchards, and vegetable gardens would abound. They would discover more than enough copper and iron to be mined. Their discoveries would lead them to lack for nothing. Moses insisted that they take time to remember that God had given the land to them and they ought to bless God for all that had been done for them.
With this said, an ungrateful attitude can come about when we forget all that God has done.  Moses warned God’s people that forgetting God would have consequences. They would be on the path to forgetfulness when they forgot to take God seriously.  Although they still received God’s blessings, they would accept them without thinking about God. In accepting their blessings without thinking about God, they could fool themselves into believing that God had nothing to do with the blessings they enjoyed. They could forget about God’s leadership in their lives, God’s provision for them, and God’s attention to them while they traveled.  Although God never turns God’s back on us, when we turn away from God, eventually we find ourselves in a wilderness of our own making. It is a sad place to be because just as life begets life, brokenness can beget brokenness.
November is a month for remembering.  On November 1, All Saints, we remember.  On November 11, Remembrance Day, we remember.  On this and every day as Moses desired, may we remember God and receive God’s many blessings in thankfulness with gratitude.
